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II. Workforce

James City County has one of the fastest growing populations among the localities within the
Norfolk-Newport News-Virginia Beach MSAZ2. (Please refer to the Demographics Technical

Report for further information on population growth.)  Anot her characteristic
population is that James City County has, in general, a higher percentage of older citizens (over

45 years old) and a lower percentage of younger citizens (under 25 years old) when compared

the County’'s population represents challenges to
future economic development policies.

Civilian Labor Force, Employment and Unemployment

The Civilian Labor Force, or CLF, represents all members of the population aged 16 years or
over in the United States who are not in the military or institutions such as prisons or mental
hospitals and who are either employed or unemployed and actively seeking and available for
work. Table 2 shows changes in the CLF in James City County and selected communities since
2000.

According to the VEC, total employment in James City County in 2007 was 30,078, an increase
of 32.5% from 22,700 in 2000. Total employment represents the number of jobs in the County.
Unemployment rate represents the number of unemployed as a percent of the civilian labor
force. In James City County, the unemployment rate has changed little since the mid 1990s,
from a low of 2.0% in 2000 to a high of 3.2% in 2002. However, since 2002 the unemployment
rate in the County has gradually fallen to its current rate of 2.5%. (Please refer to Tables 6, and 7
for comparison with other localities.) The table below shows the change in selected economic

indicators between 2000 and 2007 for James City County.

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III. Workplace

According to the U.S. Bureau of Economic Analysis (BEA) the highest-growing employment
sectors in the County between 2001 and 2006 were real estate and rental and leasing (68.15%
increase), finance and insurance (66.06% increase), mining (41.18% increase), and professional
and technical services (35.26% increase). Farm employment (2.74% increase) and government
and government enterprises (1.63% increase) are among the slowest-growing employment
sectors in James City County. The table below compares the growth of employment sectors
between the County and the MSA and State.

There are 10 major employers in the County, as measured by the number of employees,
providing 14,171 positions or 46.54% of the total employment figures. The types of positions
these employees offer and the pay associated with those positions largely determines important
economic features such as personal income and overall quality of life.

The largest employer in James City County is, by far, Busch Gardens Europe with 6,159
employees in 2008. Care must be taken when evaluating this number, as many of positions
offered are either seasonal or part time; wages are generally low and turnover rates are high.
The Williamsburg-James City County Public Schools is the second largest employer with 2,140
employees. Although the education industry is known for offering a more stable workplace (i.e.,
full-time employment, health benefits), wages tend to be generally moderate to low. James City
County government is the third largest employer with 1,179 followed by: Eastern State Hospital
(mental health facility), Busch Properties, Inc. (real estate development and management),
Anheuser-Busch (manufacturing), Wal-Mart Distribution Center (distribution/transportation),
Jamestown-Yorktown Foundation (historic foundation), AVID medical (manufacturing), and
Williamsburg Landing (assisted living facility).

Sustainability Trend-Employment Concentration

A diverse economy, one that is comprised of a number of different types and sizes of
enterprises rather than a smaller group of large employers and major industries, is a good

indicator of a sustainable economy. Diversification of the employment base strengthens the

economy by protecting it against cyclical economic downturns and changing market demands.

In 1996, 45% of all employment in the County was concentrated around 10 major industries. The

Sustainability Trend-Income Distribution

A sustainable society is one in which total personal income is equitably distributed among its
entire population. Gaps in income across society can disrupt access to education, housing,
health care, and other goods and services. A sustainable society will minimize poverty and be
wary of extremes of wealth; it will prosper with strong middle class and a reasonable
distribution of income that minimizes poverty. Household income® is the economic indicator
used to measure income distribution. The table below shows households by income in James
City County in 2000, 2008, and 2013 (projection) with the highest income divisions highlighted.

The above data suggests that over time, household incomes should move upwards. In 2000, the
majority of households in James City County (21.7%) were within the $50,000-$74,999 income
bracket. Projections for 2008 indicate this percentage to remain somewhat unchanged for this
same income group. The second largest income bracket is projected to fit within the $75,000-
$99,000 range. Projections for 2013 show the largest income group to fall within the $75,000-
$99,000 range followed by the $100,000-$149,999 group. Care must be taken when interpreting
this data as these numbers are based in projections and may not reflect the real household
income mobility in James City County.

Poverty

The U.S. Census Bureau uses a set of monetary income thresholds that vary by family size and

compositions to determine who is poor. The poverty thresholds do not vary geographically, but

are updated annually for inflation. If a family’'s
then that family, and every individual in it, is considered poor. According to the 2000 U. S.

Census Bureau, the poverty rate for James City County was at 6.4% percent, below the poverty

rates for the State (9.6% percent) and the MSA (10.6% percent).

According to the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics Quarterly Census of Employment and Wages

(BLS), the weekly average wage in James City County for 2007 was $602, equivalent to an
annual average wage of $31,305. The average weekly wage in Virginia was $885 or equivalent to
an annual average of $45,995. The table below offers a comparison of the average weekly wages
by industry sector for James City County between 2001 and 2007¢.

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V. Taxes

James City County continues to levy a relatively low tax rate compared to surrounding
jurisdictions. The 2008 real estate tax was $0.77 per & 100, which is lower than Hampton ($1.06),
Newport News ($1.12), Norfolk ($1.11) and Virginia Beach ($0.89). The tax rate was $0.65, $0.61,
and $0.81, respectively among similarly situated suburban localities (York, Gloucester counties,
City of Poquoson).

At $4.00 per $100 of capitalized cost, assessed at 25% for an effective rate of $1 per $100, James
City County’ s per s ohaatemamedocgnstant fyr the st 20 ryears. York
County and Norfolk have the same tax rate, while Hampton and Newport News have higher
rates. The range of the personal property tax rates in 2008 for nearby localities ranged from a

tax rate in 2008 was $3.50 per $100 (please refer to Tables 15 and 16).According to the James City
County Adopted Budget for 2009-2010, and as shown on the table below, the revenue from
general property taxes is projected to increase in 2008 and 2009, while other local taxes are
projected to decrease. These two sources will remain principal sources of revenue for the
County.

Business Climate Task Force Study

In order to sustain the economic viability of James City County, the Board of Supervisors and
the Economic Development Authority (EDA) commissioned a Business Climate Task Force
(BCTF) to review the local climate for business retention and expansion of existing small,
medium, and cornerstone business in the County, as well as recruiting outside business to the
area. In April 2007, the Business Climate Task Force Report was released with
recommendations to be carried forward by different County agencies (i.e. Office of Economic
Development, Office of Housing and Community Development, Planning). The Economic
Climate Technical Report has incorporated elements discussed in the Business Climate Task
Force.

Assessing the Future Labor Market in the Greater Williamsburg Area

Listening station comments and comment cards included the following statements: stop
residential growth, less development, expand the railroad system, reduce the number of
shopping centers, place a priority on local agriculture, attract a tax base other than retail
and tourism, more shopping centers, recruit high paying jobs and clean industries,
develop technological infrastructure to entice high-tech businesses, and need more large
industries.

The Economic Development Authority (EDA) presented to the Citizen Participation
Team and explained the importance of considering issues such as: redevelopment, land
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use and economic development, workforce education, and achievement of a balanced
economic portfolio into the review of the 2008 Comprehensive Plan. The EDA also
discussed the implementation of the Business Climate Task Force Study and the
importance of making James City County more business friendly.

The Greater Williamsburg Chamber & Tourism Alliance also presented to the Citizen
Participation Team and identified the following issues as important ones to be
addressed for the future of James City County: retaining the uniqueness of the County,
encouraging growth of existing and new business in the area, strengthening tourism,
and supporting workforce needs.

Many letters and e-mails raised control of growth in the County as one of their major
concerns.
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
